2.01 CATEGORIES OF EVENTS

2.01.6    Category 5 - Races with limited rescue availability, in protected waters, in daylight hours or in sheltered waters at night.

2.02 INSPECTION

2.02.2    A boat may be inspected at any time and shall demonstrate compliance with these regulations.  The boat’s club or the race committee of an event may appoint an accredited Equipment Auditor or other person to conduct inspection of the equipment required by Regulation 2.03, Section 3, and Sections 4 and 5 of these Regulations.  If she does not comply with these special regulations her entry may be rejected or she will be liable to disqualification or such other penalty as may be prescribed.

1.02 OWNER’S RESPONSIBILITY

1.02.1     The safety of a boat and her crew is the sole and inescapable responsibility of the owner, or owner’s representative,  who shall do their best to ensure that the boat is fully found, thoroughly seaworthy and manned by an experienced crew who have undergone appropriate training and are physically fit to face bad weather.  He must be satisfied as to the soundness of hull, spars, rigging, sails and all gear.  He must ensure that all safety equipment is properly maintained and stowed and that the crew knows where it is kept and how it is to be used. 

1.02.2     Neither the establishment of these Special Regulations, their use by race organizers, nor the inspection of a boat under these regulations in any way limits or reduces the complete and unlimited responsibility of the owner or owner’s representative.

1.02.3    The responsibility for a boat’s decision to participate in a race or to continue racing is hers alone – RRS Fundamental Rule 4.
